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APPLICATION PROCEDURES

IMPORTANT: ALL FORMS MUST BE COMPLETED AND 

ALL APPLICABLE FEES PAID UPON SUBMITTING APPLICATION TO LCS.

INCOMPLETE APPLICATIONS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.

1. Complete, sign, and return all application forms. (Both parents or legal guardians must sign all forms.)
2. Registration Fees must be paid at the time the paper Application for Enrollment is submitted.
3. Confidential pastoral references are required for student applicants in grades 7 - 12. Parent is to complete and sign the Student Information section and submit the form to their pastor, youth pastor, or other church leader. Completed forms are sent directly to LCS and are used only for admission purposes.
4. Each new applicant is required to submit a copy of their birth certificate, passport, or visa with the Application for Enrollment, and a copy of his/her most recent report card and standardized test results. High school student applicants must also submit a copy of their high school transcript. International student applicants must also submit a copy of their English proficiency test scores (e.g.,TOEFL, SLEP – grades 7-11). The application is considered incomplete without these items. 
5. As required by Washington State law, students will not be allowed to attend school until all immunizations are current, and an immunization certificate enclosed with the application is completed, signed by a parent/guardian, and submitted with the Application for Enrollment.
6. Student applicants are required to take aptitude, achievement, and/or diagnostic tests at the School as part of the Admissions process.  Elementary students will test with a teacher in the grade for which they are applying.  Secondary students will test with the Academic Counselor or Principal.

7. A family interview with the Principal will also be scheduled as part of the Admissions process.  Student applicants and parents must attend the family interview. 

8. You will be contacted by the Admissions Director to schedule the testing and interview.  You will be contacted after we have received the following items: completed application forms with all required signatures, all additional forms listed above in #’s 4 & 5, application fee, and registration fees.  Waiting lists may be initiated when applicable.
